· DIRECTORY – Advertisements  - Solicit advertisements to be displayed in the school directory – TIME: SEPT/OCT
· DIRECTORY – Data Entry - Collect and input student/school  information for school directory – TIME: SEPT/OCT
· RMS PTA E-News -  send bi-weekly electronic updates of RMS PTA events to email distribution list, maintain/update email distribution list
· RMS PTA Website - maintain RMS PTA website
